An extensive devel opment programme,expected to cost about a £1,000,000,has
been mountec'l,anq four prototypes have already been built, one being that at
the.Commz'erclal Motor Show,with a’further thrée still to.be built. The
vehicle is of uni tary (chassisless) constructicn,as with the Bristol LS,

and has a Leyland 510 engine installed horizontally,with a four or five
spet.ad fu11y~or semi automatic gearbox,behind the rear axle. The engine is--- .
available with a choice of three power outputs -150 or 180 b.h.p.at 2,000
TePsy0r 200 bihepeat 2,200 T.p.m. A4ir suspension is fitted,together with
pcwer essisted rack and pinicn steering. No detachable subframes are used,
tl.xe components of the body being%riyetteq. ‘together. Two models are available -
with a wheelbase of either 16£%.7-4/5ins., or 18£4.7-4/5ins.giving an cverall
length of 3%t .10—4/5ins.and 37f‘t.2-4/5ins.,z'espectiv'e1y. Both models are
8ft.2-2/5ins. wide and 10£%.8-3/10" high, with either one ¢r two doors. The
mechanical components of both are virtually identical,as is ‘much of the body.
The turning circle is 66ft.and T1ft.for the short ana long version respec-
-tively: Special radial ply Goodyear tyres are fitted, which Have an outside
diameter 4 inches less than the equivalent standard tyre.

The National Dus Company has already placed an order for 500 of these
vehicles, which will no doubt,soon become as ubiquitoizs as the Leyland
